There have been significant changes. Our main funding source dwindled with the expiration of the LCIF grant ma
and the receipts from the Lions Clubs in Multiple District 22t keep pace with the expenses. Changes had to be
made. Although not a pleasant task, the decision was made to terminate the employment of the paid (with benefi}
time Program Coordinator. This shifted her main responsibility of felipwior the vision screenings to the Lions clubs
doing the screening. New folleup procedures were developed and we (the MD22 PSVSP steering committee) arg
confident in the success of these changes. This change has resulted in savings of approx $65,000 annually

A legal opinion from LCIF has dramatically changed the archiving of the screening records.

One year ago there @re only two (2) Welch Allyn Sure Sight screening instruments in Distid.22 We now have six
(6) of these instruments, at least oireeach county of our district. This has happened because of the interest and

dedication by Lions Club members throughout our district and these clubs and members are to be congratulated.
Training for the PSVSP has been ongoing and numerous Lions @hblersén each region have completed this trainin

Prior to this year, a Lions Club interested in becoming a member of the PSVSP had to pay $700 to join. This als
changed. The opinion of the PSVSP steering committee is that the program is ablisketl and matured and a
payment to join is no longer necessary. We welcome each and every club to participate and training and screen
every community is available. A PSVSP Coordinator is available for each region of our district and thisoinfisrm
listed in the Roster Book. We strongly urge you to become involved.

There have been vision screenings in each region of our district and they are expected to increase in the next few
months. The most recent screening was by the Middletown laon¥an 13 & 14. They screened fesgven (47)

children at the Lucy School and have scheduled screenings at two (2) schools in February. They report that newlj
members of their club were very impressed with the program and they had a greatimieng with the children.
