22W to know that I have nothing against the City of Salisbury.  It is a nice eastern shore city and has great 

Lions in clubs in the area however, Wicomico County simply failed to deliver what they promised us.  The 

convention hall was not renovated as promised and I believe the entire city (hotels and convention 

center) does not lend itself well as a convention site of our type and size.  Hotels, meeting rooms and 

dinner locations are scattered around the city which makes attendance, especially with the large number 

of senior and handicapped Lions who attend the convention, an issue. Personally, I felt it to be a financial 

and attendance disaster looking for a place to happen.  Currently the Multiple District 22 Council of 

Governors is seeking to change the wording of our Multiple District 22 by-laws to allow Councils greater 

latitude in changing a convention site in the future if such problems arise. 

 My club lost a great Lion this past month when Lion Clyde Gibson died from head injuries 

sustained in a fall on the ice.  As I sat in the funeral home and watched hundreds of people file past

Message from the 2 nd  Vice District Governor  

This month I want to focus on The Standard Form Club Constitution and By-Laws, adopted July 10, 2009.  If your club is like

the current edition, it may be time for them to get to work.   Standing committees were divided into Administrative and 

Activity committees some time ago, although you may have not realized that.  Diabetes Awareness has been recognized in 

the Constitution as a standing committee, separate from Sight Conservation.   

 Club funds are also reorganized as Administrative and Activity or Public Welfare Funds.  There can be more than two funds; 

however there must be at least these two.  

 Membership categories, as described in the by-laws, are there to help you manage your membership most effectively, 

although several useful categories may not be used routinely by your club.  Take a moment to review the membership 

categories.  One category that may deserve some attention is that of the affiliate member category.  Your club may be 

missing the opportunity to recruit or retain some potential Lions, or active Lions, because of their particular situation.
