Region I

The purchase of the Welch Allyn Sure Sight and the
Random Dot Titmus Test by four Lions Clubs in
Garrett County is rapidly becoming a success story.
Screenings at the ten Head Start Centers continue
and it appears the screenings will greatly expand as
the school health nurses have witnessed and have
become familiar with our program. They have
approached the Board of Education about the
possibility of screening children in all of the Pre-K
and Kindergarten schools of Garrett county.

The LaVale Lions assisted the Cumberland Lions in
screening 48 children at the Humpty Dumpty
Learning Center in Cumberland. The LaVale Lions
have screened 67 children at other centers.  The
Lonaconing Lions have completed  follow-up
screening at the Head Start Center at WestMar
Middle School.

Region II

I spoke to the Lions attending the Region II-Wide
Zone meeting on April 8th at Boonsboro about the
Pre-School Vision Screening Program. They are
actively engaged in collecting funds for the purchase
of a Welch Allyn instrument.

Region III

The 4 County Lions sponsored a Health Expo and
Screening on March 29th. PDG Bob Miller trained
five members of the Francis Scott Key Lions, five
members of the Middletown Lions and two members
of the Thurmont Lions.  More training and
screenings were scheduled during the month of
April.

The District 22-W 2009
Leader Dog Rallies were
successful and are now a
part of our history.

We were honored to have
Lion Pauline Ulrey and
her Leader Dog, Gundy,
from Indianapolis with

us.  She presented very interesting programs which
were enjoyed by over 500 Lions, Lionesses, Leos
and guests.  Leader Dogs for the Blind is
celebrating their 70th Anniversary.   Our time with
Lion Pauline and Gundy  certainly highlighted the
wonderful training received at Leader Dog School
and illustrated the independence a blind or visually-
impaired individual can enjoy with a Leader Dog.

In addition to the four rallies,   visits were also
made to the Hagerstown Lions Club and the
Thurmont Middle School Leo Club where Lion
Pauline spoke about the program.

Preliminary reports indicate we’ve raised over
$21,000 with several clubs participating in the 70
for 70 Campaign.

Leo Meeting in Thurmont

The Thurmont Middle School Leo Club had their
own “Leader Dog” meeting.  It happened on April
22.  The Leos sponsored the meeting but opened it
up to others who might be interested in learning
about the Lions Leader Dogs for the Blind
Program.

 In attendance were Lions, Leos, teachers and non-
Leo students.  Lion Pauline Urey and her
companion “Gundy” were there to tell their story –
Leos and students (as well as the adults) were glued
to her words.  After her talk, Lion Pauline opened
the presentation up to a question and answer and
discussion session.

Lion Pauline talks to Leos and guests
The kids asked intelligent, in-depth questions. One
question was about the dogs – how many, names, etc.
She said she had gotten her first companion out of
high school and that he had accompanied her through
4 years of college and 2 years of graduate school.
Gundy is number eight; the others were Danny, Heidi
I, Heidi II, Keller, Zeb, Storm, Duke and then Gundy.
She said that Gundy was named after Sergeant
Gunderson, a police officer who had died.

After the classroom meeting, the group met in the hall
for a photo shoot.  The Leos, guests, Lion Pauline and
Gundy are shown below.  The lad with the white cane
is Jason Polansky who is now 12 years old.  He was
born unsighted.  He and Lion Pauline talked about
their experiences; the others learned quite a lot just
listening to them.

Lion Pauline revealed that she has been a Lion many
years and President of her club multiple times.  While
she was serious and sincere in the Q & A session, she
also showed a good sense of humor, brought out
when she said that she aspired to be District
Governor, but transportation was a problem because
Gundy had not learned how to drive a car!
